A major attraction of the garden IS itS
pink clrerry trees with many long-hanging twigs which, when in full bloom, look
like a ftuge flowery parasol spredd ovdr the grOund, Its exquisite beauty known at
home and abroad was especially loved by Showa Emperor and Empress when
the Imperial Couple visited tire Sfirine in April, 1967. in addition, the garden
has well-laid-out flower beds and a variety of, trees which bloom in sdason,
providing seasonal attractions throughout the year, tire snow scene in winter IS
